% One day an expert in religious law stood up to
test Jesus by asking him this question: “Teacher,
what should | do to inherit eternal life?” % Jesus
replied, “What does the law of Moses say?

The man answered, “‘You
must love the Lord your God with all your heart,
all your soul, all your strength, and all your mind.’
