Note to the leader:  Below are questions to help you facilitate the group discussion. The best life groups are those in which everyone gets to share.  As the leader feel free to use only one of them or all of them based on the time you have allotted for the discussion and prayer.  


Application Questions: [15-20 minutes for discussion]

1. What from Bo’s sermon most resonated or gave you hope?
2. During his sermon, Bo shared Matthew 6:8-11.  Have someone read this aloud, then ask the group what stands out to them from the passage.
3. Bo said in addition to daily bread, God promises to provide us with “purpose and mission” but we have to say “yes” to the things Jesus invites us in to.
a. Share a time when you said “yes” to Jesus and it resulted in His providing you with purpose and mission.
b. If you have struggled to say “yes” to something Jesus is asking of you, why do you think that is?

Prayer Time: [15-20 minutes for prayer]

Option 1:  Have your group share their prayer requests one at a time and then ask someone to pray for them.  Do this until each person is prayed for.

Option 2:  If your group is larger or time is limited, consider breaking into small groups or prayer partners to pray for one another.

Close:

As the leader, if time permits, consider closing the prayer time and the gathering by praying for some of the following:

· Wisdom for our government leaders & healing for our nation
· The leaders at CA
· Those who call CA home and are sick or struggling financially
· Frontline workers
· Antibiotic for COVID  
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
