Note to the leader:  Below are questions to help you facilitate the group discussion. The best life groups are those in which everyone gets to share.  As the leader feel free to use only one of them or all of them based on the time you have for discussion and prayer.  


Application Questions: [15-20 minutes for discussion]

1. Bo shared Matt 5:9-12, which says, blessed are the peacemakers, the persecuted because of righteousness and those insulted & persecuted because of Jesus.
a. Have you ever been persecuted because of righteousness or because of your faith in Jesus?  If so, share a bit about that.

2. Bo distinguished between “peace-keepers” and “peace makers” saying, “peace making is not just NOT fighting, it’s FIXING what is wrong; work done to restore humanity and the world back to wholeness and completeness.”
a. Share where you have been, or desire to be, a “peace maker” fixing something that is wrong back to wholeness and completeness.

3. Share something from Bo’s sermon which caused you to sense God’s desire to transform an area of your life or spur you to action?

Prayer Time & Close: [Allow 15-20 minutes]

Option 1:  Have your group share their prayer requests one at a time and then ask someone to pray for them.  Do this until each person is prayed for.

Option 2:  If your group is larger or time is limited, consider breaking into small groups or prayer partners to pray for one another.

Consider closing the prayer time and the gathering by praying for some of the following:

· Wisdom for our government leaders & the leaders at CA
· Those who call CA home and are sick or struggling financially
· Frontline workers
· Antibiotic for COVID
