Discussion Guide – CA with Life Groups @ Home

Note to the leader:  Below are questions to help you facilitate the group discussion. The best life groups are those in which everyone gets to share.  As the leader feel free to use only one of them or all of them based on the time you have allotted for the discussion and prayer.  


Application Questions: [15-20 minutes for discussion]

1. Tom shared Matt 5:3-11.  Have someone read this, then ask the group what they see in this passage.

2. Tom said, “A person who is poor in spirit says: ‘God, without your action on my behalf, I am hopeless’”.  He contrasted this with the “middle class in spirit” who believe God owes them something based on their works.
a. Do you tend to live as a person “poor in spirit” or “middle class in spirit”?  Explain.

3. Share something Tom said where you sensed the Holy Spirit’s invitation to make some changes in your life?


Prayer Time & Close: [Allow 15-20 minutes]

Option 1:  Have your group share their prayer requests one at a time and then ask someone to pray for them.  Do this until each person is prayed for.

Option 2:  If your group is larger or time is limited, consider breaking into small groups or prayer partners to pray for one another.

Consider closing the prayer time and the gathering by praying for some of the following:

· Wisdom for our government leaders & the leaders at CA
· Those who call CA home and are sick or struggling financially
· Frontline workers
· Antibiotic for COVID
