

“Union With God – Student Ministries Weekend”

Opening: [15 mins] We suggest you begin with an opening prayer and then a brief “catch up” or “icebreaker” before moving into the scripture reflection and application questions.

Scripture Reflection: [20 mins] Read 1 Cor. 1:30. After allowing the group time to reflect on the passage, ask them to share what most stands out to them.

Application Questions: [40 mins] (These questions will help you and your group dig deeper into the weekend sermon. Feel free to edit or use only those which fit your allotted time.)

1. Think of impactful relationship you have enjoyed. What is it about that relationship that made an impact on you?
a. How do you perceive your relationship with God?
2. Levi said: Being “in Christ” means we have God’s salvation for our past and future
a. How does knowing that God sees you differently because Christ in IN you - impact the way you live today?
b. Read Romans 6:6 – How has your life changed since coming to life IN Christ?
3. Having “Christ in us” means we have God’s power and presence for our present.
a. How have you seen the power of Christ in and through you?
b. How can knowing that it is the power of Christ and not our own help us overcome pride in our lives?
c. Levi said that not only is Christ in us but also simultaneously interceding for us at the right hand of the father. 
i. How does this fact empower you to live differently?
4. Finally, Levi said Union with God requires devotion.
a. How would you describe your devotion to God at this moment in your life?
b. What steps can you take beginning today to posture a heart of devotion before God?

Closing & Prayer: [15 mins]

· Have each person in your group share a prayer request, and then have someone pray.
· Pray for Holy Spirit fruitfulness in the people of CA.
· Pray for those who made first-time commitments or recommitments to Jesus at Easter.
