
“Better Than Rubies – Pt 8”
July - 13/14, 2024

Speaker: Tom Hughes

Opening: [15 mins] We suggest you begin with an opening prayer and then a brief “catch up” or “icebreaker” before moving into the scripture reflection and application questions.

Scripture Reflection: [20 mins] Read Proverbs 14:12. After allowing the group time to reflect on the passages, ask them to share what most stands out to them.

Application Questions: [40 mins] (These questions will help you and your group dig deeper into the weekend sermon. Feel free to edit or use only those which fit your allotted time.)

Ask participants: Have you ever made a bad decision that seemed good at the time? Tell us about it.
What did you learn from this experience?
Tom reminded us that good decision making always begins with prayer. 
Is prayer part of your process of decision making?
If so, what does that time look like for you?
Read James 1:5 - is there anything you actively praying about for God to give you wisdom on?
The second part of wise decision making is patience. Tom encouraged us not to rush decision making.
What might you do to with future important decisions to remind yourself not to rush?
Tom shared that proportional patience means that the more far-reaching the decision, the more wisdom would tell us not to rush it.
How would you apply this statement to your life and situation today?
Thirdly we were encouraged to surround ourselves with good people to aid us in making important decisions.
Who are these people in your life?
If you can’t think of any how might you begin inviting others into your decision making process?
Do you find it hard to trust others into this intimate process?
Lastly, Tom encouraged to develop a process for making wise decisions. Part of this process includes reviewing past decisions and learning from them.
What does this process include for you?
Is there anything you learned this weekend that you now include into your process?

Closing & Prayer: [15 mins]
Have each person in your group share a prayer request, asking the lord for wisdom and then have someone pray.
Pray for Holy Spirit fruitfulness in the people of CA.
