
“Better Than Rubies – Pt 9”
July - 27/28, 2024

Speaker: Mark Pickerill (Yep…that guy!)

Opening: [15 mins] We suggest you begin with an opening prayer and then a brief “catch up” or “icebreaker” before moving into the scripture reflection and application questions.

Scripture Reflection: [20 mins] Read James 1:1-4. After allowing the group time to reflect on the passages, ask them to share what most stands out to them.

Application Questions: [30 mins] (These questions will help you and your group dig deeper into the weekend sermon. Feel free to edit or use only those which fit your allotted time.)

Ask participants: Think back on a time that felt like you were going through a trial. 
What did you learn from this experience?
What was formed in you as a result of this experience?
How might this change you the next time you are facing a trial?
How can we experience joy while going through something hard?
Mark said “we want good to happen to us - God wants something good to happen in us”
How might this statement shape how you view God’s response to trials?
Mark said that sometimes we call trials things that may seem somewhat trivial. 
Looking at your own life have you ever though of something as a trial that really wasn’t that serious in the end?
How might this perspective change what you consider a trial?

Extended Closing & Prayer: [30 mins]
Ask participants if there is something that they need others to help them pray for?
Pray for participants facing trails.
