
“Better Than Rubies – Pt 6”

Opening: [15 mins] We suggest you begin with an opening prayer and then a brief “catch up” or “icebreaker” before moving into the scripture reflection and application questions.

Scripture Reflection: [20 mins] Read the following passages: Ephesians 2:4-10 and
2 Corinthians 5:16-21. After allowing the group time to reflect on the passages, ask them to share what most stands out to them.

Application Questions: [40 mins] (These questions will help you and your group dig deeper into the weekend sermon. Feel free to edit or use only those which fit your allotted time.)

Matt shared that wisdom is skillfulness of living as God’s Word says to live.  How have you been growing in wisdom throughout this “Better Than Rubies” series?
 
Matt shared this life is a set-up for God to show His grace in and through you.  How have you experienced God’s grace in your own life?

Matt shared that we all have one great purpose: “to make Jesus known”.
How are you doing with living out that one great purpose?
What challenges or distractions keep you from living with that purpose?
What are some practical ways you can make Jesus known in your work, parenting, marriage, relationships, etc.?

Matt shared that we are better at making Jesus known when we do it together, and one of the ways CA is going to do that together this Fall is by hosting Alpha – a six-week group designed for those who don’t know Jesus.
Who do you know that isn’t a Christian that you could consider inviting to Alpha this Fall?
Pray for Alpha and for those who don’t know Jesus (see below).


Closing & Prayer: [15 mins]
Pray that God would use your Life Group and the individuals in your group to make Jesus known.
Pray for those who don’t know Jesus.  Pray by name for friends, coworkers, neighbors etc. who aren’t yet Christ followers.
Pray for Alpha.  Pray that God would bring non-Christians to Alpha and that salvations would happen.  Pray that our church (and your Life Group) would invite people to Alpha.
