Opening: [15 mins] We suggest you begin with an opening prayer and then a brief “catch up” or “icebreaker” before moving into the scripture reflection and application questions.

Scripture Reflection: [20 mins] Read 2 Timothy 1:1-18. After allowing the group time to reflect on the passages, ask them to share what most stands out to them.

Ice Breaker: Ask participants: Who has been the most influential mentor figure in your life? What made them unique?

Application Questions: [40 mins] (These questions will help you and your group dig deeper into the weekend sermon. Feel free to edit or use only those which fit your allotted time.)

Tom taught us that “genuine faith lived out in real life is the best way to share the good news.”
Who would you say you are currently passing on your faith to?
If we asked that person what would they say abut your own mentorship?
How can we learn t be more authentic in our daily lives while yet still pointing people to Jesus?
Tom’s second point was that for people we are mentoring we need to deposit the right things in them and call forward the right things out of them.
You’re probably thinking “easier said than done…” What are some ways we can practically live this out?
How can we prepare to have these important conversations?
How can we give permission to others to speak truthfully into our lives?
Thirdly we learned that we shouldn’t deny the reality of the challenges of life while not missing the strength of God given encouragements.
How would you apply this life lesson?
What are some of the ways others have encouraged you recently?
