
“Better Than Rubies – Pt 10”

Opening: [15 mins] We suggest you begin with an opening prayer and then a brief “catch up” or “icebreaker” before moving into the scripture reflection and application questions.

Scripture Reflection: [20 mins] Read Mark 10:13-14. After allowing the group time to reflect on the passages, ask them to share what most stands out to them.

Ice Breaker: Ask participants: Think of the first time you experienced something that is now one of your favorites. It can be a place (i.e. a special beach) or your favorite food (In N Out Burger), or when you met a special person (When you met Marvin).  Ask them to recall what they feeling in that moment and try to describe that feeling.

Application Questions: [40 mins] (These questions will help you and your group dig deeper into the weekend sermon. Feel free to edit or use only those which fit your allotted time.)

Tom taught us that having a childish faith says “God wants to make me happy” vs. having a childlike faith says “God wants to make me holy”
What is the difference?
If you were being honest are you closer to the first statement or the second one?
What steps might you take to help you mature towards moving into the second statement?
Tom’s second point said that a childlike faith is when I can trust God’s love and sovereignty even when I don’t have a clue what He’s doing.
How have you seen God’s love in action even when at the time you didn’t understand what He was up to?
What would it look like for you to trust God despite your present circumstance?
How have you experienced God’s peace even when facing adverse circumstances?
Thirdly we learned that a childlike faith means admitting our weakness and learning to rely on God’s grace.
Is this an easy concept for you to apply?

	4. Lastly, Tom said “Childish faith:  “Good Christians will never experience pain or disappointment.” Childlike faith:  God works even in our pains and disappointments for our good.”
