
“Always the Same, Ever Changing - PT. 2”

Opening: [15 mins] We suggest you begin with an opening prayer and then a brief “catch up” or “icebreaker” before moving into the scripture reflection and application questions.

Optional Icebreaker: What was the hardest thing you’ve ever had to build or put together? What made it challenging to build? Did you learn anything from that experience?

Scripture Reflection: [20 mins] Read John 15:5. After allowing the group time to reflect on the passages, ask them to share what most stands out to them.

Application Questions: [40 mins] (These questions will help you and your group dig deeper into the weekend sermon. Feel free to edit or use only those which fit your allotted time.)

Tom shared five things we must commit ourselves to; to find our place in God’s mission. The first is we must commit to stay connected to Christ.
On a scale of 1-10 what would you say is your current level of connectedness to Christ?
How might you grow in that area this week?
What are your current rhythms of staying connected to Christ?
The second thing Tom shared was that we will do anything short of sin to reach lost people to Christ. 
Have the group read 1 Cor. 9:19 - how can we remind ourselves daily to reach ALL people. 
Is there anyone you are currently praying for to come to faith in Christ?
Thirdly, Tom shared that we will be faithful and generous with what we have.
Can you share an example of you sharing with generosity.
What was that process like for you?
How did you sense God’s blessing through that process?
Is this an area that you would like to grow in this year?
The fourth thing we learned is that we will accomplish more together than we can alone.
When was the last time you felt the care and power of being in Christ centered community?
Is this always easy? Is it worth it?
Lastly, we learned that we must stay committed to unity. 
Read John 17:20 - what did you learn from this passage about unity?
How can you remind yourself of this value especially in the divided times we live in?
