Opening: [15 mins] We suggest you begin with an opening prayer and then a brief “catch up” or “icebreaker” before moving into the scripture reflection and application questions.

Scripture Reflection: [20 mins] Read Luke 14:28-29 & 2 Timothy 4. After allowing the group time to reflect on the passages, ask them to share what most stands out to them.

IceBreaker: What is the hardest physical challenge you have eve had to endure? What did you learn from that experience?

Application Questions: [40 mins] (These questions will help you and your group dig deeper into the weekend sermon. Feel free to edit or use only those which fit your allotted time.)

Paul’s final encouragement to Timothy includes a thought about living each day in view (thinking of) the day of final judgment.
What is your first thought we you hear the word judgment? 
Judgment is usually associated as a negative term - how does Paul’s encouragement challenge the way you think of judgment?
How can you live your daily life keeping this idea of judgment in mind?
Tom’s second point reminds us that we are each given a ministry and you are called to carry it out fully.
What is your ministry? If you’re not sure - how do you think God is inviting you to participate in His kingdom work?
Do you know what your spiritual gifts are? 
Ask other in your life group to see how they see God at work in your life. (Do this for everyone on the group)
How have you seen God strengthen you when He has called you to something that felt hard to do?
Paul talks about the rewards that come from serving Him (crown)
Some of these rewards are reserved fro the end times but also God rewards you now. Where have you seen him reward for you for your faithful service?
What do you think you need today to finish the race well?
