This is good and pleases God our Savior, 
who wants everyone to be saved and to understand 
the truth.  For, There is one God and one Mediator 
who can reconcile God and humanity—the man 
Christ Jesus.  He gave his life to purchase freedom for 
everyone.  This is the message God gave to the world 
at just the right time.
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Mark 12:28-31 - One of the teachers of religious 
law was standing there listening to the debate. He 
realized that Jesus had answered well, so he asked, 
“Of all the commandments, which is the most 
important?”  Jesus replied, “The most important 
commandment is this: ‘Listen, O Israel! The Lord our 
God is the one and only Lord.  And you must love 
the Lord your God with all your heart, all your soul, 
all your mind, and all your strength.’  The second is 
equally important: ‘Love your neighbor as yourself.’  
No other commandment is greater than these.”

 
Psalm 20:7-8 - Some trust in chariots and some in 
horses, but we trust in the name of the Lord our 
God.  They are brought to their knees and fall, but 
we rise up and stand firm.

Psalm 146:1-10 - Praise the Lord.  Praise the Lord, 
my soul.

The Lord sets prisoners free, the Lord gives 
sight to the blind, the Lord lifts up those who are 
bowed down, the Lord loves the righteous.  The 
Lord watches over the foreigner and sustains the 
fatherless and the widow, but he frustrates the ways 
of the wicked.  The Lord reigns forever, your God, O
