7Don’t be impressed with your own wisdom. 
Instead, fear the Lord and turn away from evil.

8Then you will have healing for your body and 
strength for your bones.

9Honor the Lord with your wealth and with the best 
part of everything you produce.

10Then he will fill your barns with grain, and your 
vats will overflow with good wine.

11My child, don’t reject the Lord’s discipline, and 
don’t be upset when he corrects you.

12For the Lord corrects those he loves, just as a 
father corrects a child in whom he delights.

13Joyful is the person who finds wisdom, the one 
who gains understanding.

Titus 2:11-15 (NLT) - 11For the grace of God has been 
revealed, bringing salvation to all people. 12And 
we are instructed to turn from godless living and 
sinful pleasures. We should live in this evil world 
with wisdom, righteousness, and devotion to God, 
13while we look forward with hope to that wonderful 
day when the glory of our great God and Savior, 
Jesus Christ, will be revealed. 14He gave his life to 
free us from every kind of sin, to cleanse us, and to 
make us his very own people, totally committed to 
doing good deeds.

15You must teach these things and encourage the 
believers to do them. You have the authority to 
correct them when necessary, so don’t let anyone 
disregard what you say.

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Hebrews 12:5-14 (NLT) - 5And have you forgotten 
the encouraging words God spoke to you as his 
children? He said, “My child, don’t make light of the 
Lord’s discipline, and don’t give up when he corrects 
you.

6For the Lord disciplines those he loves, and he 
punishes each one he accepts as his child.”

7As you endure this divine discipline, remember 
that God is treating you as his own children. Who 
ever heard of a child who is never disciplined by its 
father? 8If God doesn’t discipline you as he does all 
of his children, it means that you are illegitimate and 
are not really his children at all. 9Since we respected 
our earthly fathers who disciplined us, shouldn’t we 
submit even more to the discipline of the Father of 
our spirits, and live forever?

10For our earthly fathers disciplined us for a few 
years, doing the best they knew how. But God’s 
discipline is always good for us, so that we might 
share in his holiness. 11No discipline is enjoyable while 
it is happening—it’s painful! But afterward there will 
be a peaceful harvest of right living for those who 
are trained in this way.

12So take a new grip with your tired hands and 
strengthen your weak knees. 13Mark out a straight 
path for your feet so that those who are weak and 
lame will not fall but become strong.

14Work at living in peace with everyone, and work at 
living a holy life, for those who are not holy will not 
see the Lord.

Proverbs 3:1-13 (NLT) - 1My child, never forget the 
things I have taught you. Store my commands in 
your heart.

2If you do this, you will live many years, and your life 
will be satisfying.

3Never let loyalty and kindness leave you! Tie them 
around your neck as a reminder. Write them deep 
within your heart.

4Then you will find favor with both God and people, 
and you will earn a good reputation.
