
of the hill. 11As long as Moses held up his hands, the 
Israelites were winning, but whenever he lowered 
his hands, the Amalekites were winning. 12When 
Moses’ hands grew tired, they took a stone and 
put it under him and he sat on it. Aaron and Hur 
held his hands up—one on one side, one on the 
other—so that his hands remained steady till sunset. 
13So Joshua overcame the Amalekite army with the 
sword.

14Then the Lord said to Moses, “Write this on a scroll 
as something to be remembered and make sure 
that Joshua hears it, because I will completely blot 
out the name of Amalek from under heaven.”

15Moses built an altar and called it The Lord is my 
Banner. 16He said, “Because hands were lifted up 
against the throne of the Lord, the Lord will be 
at war against the Amalekites from generation to 
generation.”

Luke 10:17-20 (NLT) - 17When the seventy-two 
disciples returned, they joyfully reported to him, 
“Lord, even the demons obey us when we use your 
name!”

18“Yes,” he told them, “I saw Satan fall from heaven 
like lightning! 19Look, I have given you authority 
over all the power of the enemy, and you can walk 
among snakes and scorpions and crush them.
