
...9The Lord was very angry with Solomon, for his 
heart had turned away from the Lord, the God of 
Israel, who had appeared to him twice. 10He had 
warned Solomon specifically about worshiping 
other gods, but Solomon did not listen to the 
Lord’s command. 

James 1:5 (NLT) - If you need wisdom, ask our 
generous God, and he will give it to you. He will 
not rebuke you for asking.

James 3:13, 17-18 (NLT) - 13If you are wise and 
understand God’s ways, prove it by living an 
honorable life, doing good works with the humility 
that comes from wisdom. 

...17But the wisdom from above is first of all pure. It 
is also peace loving, gentle at all times, and willing 
to yield to others. It is full of mercy and good 
deeds. It shows no favoritism and is always sincere. 
18And those who are peacemakers will plant seeds 
of peace and reap a harvest of righteousness.

1 Corinthians 1:30-31 (NLT) - 30God has united you 
with Christ Jesus. For our benefit God made him 
to be wisdom itself. Christ made us right with God; 
he made us pure and holy, and he freed us from 
sin. 31Therefore, as the Scriptures say, “If you want 
to boast, boast only about the Lord.”

Matthew 7:24 (NLT) - “Anyone who listens to my 
teaching and follows it is wise, like a person who 
builds a house on solid rock.”
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Proverbs 8:1-11 - 1Listen as Wisdom calls out! 
Hear as understanding raises her voice! 2On the 
hilltop along the road, she takes her stand at the 
crossroads. 3By the gates at the entrance to the 
town, on the road leading in, she cries aloud, 4I call 
to you, to all of you! I raise my voice to all people. 
5You who are naive, learn good judgment. You 
foolish people, gain understanding. 6Listen to me! 
For I have important things to tell you. Everything I 
say is right, 7for I speak the truth and detest every 
kind of deception. 8My advice is wholesome. There 
is nothing devious or crooked in it. 9My words are 
plain to anyone with understanding, clear to those 
with knowledge. 10Choose my instruction rather than 
silver, and knowledge rather than pure gold. 11For 
wisdom is better than rubies. Nothing you desire 
can compare with it.

Proverbs 9:10 (NASB) - The fear of the LORD is the 
beginning of wisdom, And the knowledge of the 
Holy One is understanding.

1 Kings 3:5, 9-12 (NLT) - 5That night the LORD 
appeared to Solomon in a dream, and God said, 
“What do you want? Ask, and I will give it to you!”

...9Give me an understanding heart so that I can 
govern your people well and know the difference 
between right and wrong. For who by himself is 
able to govern this great people of yours?”

10The Lord was pleased that Solomon had asked for 
wisdom. 11So God replied, “Because you have asked 
for wisdom in governing my people with justice and 
have not asked for a long life or wealth or the death 
of your enemies— 12I will give you what you asked 
for! I will give you a wise and understanding heart 
such as no one else has had or ever will have! 

1 Kings 11:1-4, 9-10 (NLT) - 1Now King Solomon 
loved many foreign women. Besides Pharaoh’s 
daughter, he married women from Moab, Ammon, 
Edom, Sidon, and from among the Hittites. 2The 
Lord had clearly instructed the people of Israel, “You 
must not marry them, because they will turn your 
hearts to their gods.” Yet Solomon insisted on loving 
them anyway. 3He had 700 wives of royal birth and 
300 concubines. And in fact, they did turn his heart 
away from the Lord.

4In Solomon’s old age, they turned his heart to 
worship other gods instead of being completely 
faithful to the Lord his God, as his father, David, had 
been.
